November 14, 2006, marked the first day that three women sat on the Tennessee Supreme
Court.

TLAW member and East Tennessee director Judge Sharon G. Lee of the Tennessee Court of
Appeals joined TLAW member Justice Cornelia A. Clark, Justice Janice M. Holder, Chief Justice
William M. Barker, and Justice Gary R. Wade in a special Supreme Court session held at the
Shelby County Courthouse. Judge Lee was asked to sit with the Court because of a vacancy on
the five-member Court. More than 400 students from 19 public and private Shelby County high
schools heard arguments in three state Supreme Court cases as participants in SCALES, a
program that educates young Tennesseans about the judicial branch of government.
