TLAW Committees

2004-2005

Annual Meeting Arrangements 
Assists with planning and implementation of TLAW’s annual meeting events. The 2005 meeting will be held in Knoxville June 15-18 in conjunction with the TBA, TTLA, and Tennessee Judicial Conference. Knoxville members are encouraged to serve on this committee.

Community Relations
Promotes visibility and awareness of TLAW primarily through visits to law schools and other organizations to speak on topics such as “Why become a member of a women’s bar association?” or “How TLAW differs from other bar associations”, etc.

Continuing Legal Education
Plans, promotes, and implements CLE programs during the year, including the CLE that TLAW presents at the Annual Meeting. Includes assisting in identifying and selecting topics and presenters.

Elected and Appointed Positions
Monitors opportunities and communicates with membership regarding openings in Tennessee for elected and appointed positions, including state and federal judgeships and seats on commissions and boards. Provides historical and current data on the status of women in Tennessee related to elected and appointed position in the legal profession.

Equal Opportunity and Placement
Monitors opportunities and communicates with membership regarding openings in Tennessee for attorneys (non-elected/appointed positions). Provides information, guidance and mentoring for women seeking work in the legal profession.

Legislation
Monitors legislation of interest to women, particularly women lawyers. Communicates with membership regarding upcoming legislation, actions recommended, and final outcomes.

Membership and Local

Organization Development
Plans and implements events and activities designed to increase the membership and visibility of TLAW.

Nominations
Solicits recommendations for nominations from members and requests information concerning persons qualified for offices and directorships. Submits a Nominating Report prior to the Annual Meeting. Committee members are appointed by the Board and may be nominated for office.

Publications
Assists in the design, development and production of publications for our members, including the quarterly In Re TLAW newsletter, the membership directory, event invitations, etc.

Technology
Researches and reports on technology topics that will assist members in working more efficiently. Explains specific benefits of technology applicable to the legal profession. The committee writes a column for each TLAW newsletter. Sample topics might include “Tips for efiling” or “Why efile?” or “The magic of thumb drives/memory sticks”, etc.

TLAW Elections
Conducts the TLAW elections at the Annual Meeting.
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
